The prices indicated above items are firm and fixed and not subject to any adjustment during contract performance.

4. Performance Security:

· The Supplier shall, provide a Performance Security of amount 10 % of the  Contract amount in accordance to the Performance Security Sample forms.

· The proceeds of the Performance Security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier’s failure to complete its obligations under the Contract.

· The Performance Security shall be Unconditional Bank Guarantee from a reputed commercial bank from Nepal shall be valid until 120 days after delivery.

5. Liquidated Damages:

No reasons whatsoever will be accepted for Supply and delivery of gabion wire and gabion boxes not reaching to the designated destination in proper condition and in required quantity.  Loss during transportation, if any is entirely on the Supplier’s account.

Warranty: 


13.1
The Supplier warrants that the Goods supplied under the Contract are new, unused. The Supplier further warrants that all Goods supplied under this Contract shall have no defect, arising from design, materials, or workmanship or from any act or omission of the Supplier.

The warranty shall remain valid for (3) months after the goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to the final destination indicated in the Contract to the satisfaction of the Purchaser.

The Purchaser shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims arising under this warranty.


13.4 
Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, with all reasonable speed, repair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof, without costs to the Purchaser.


13.5 
If the Supplier, having been notified, fails to take remedial action within fifteen (15) days from date of receipt of notice, the Purchaser may proceed to take such action as may be necessary, at the Supplier's risk and expense and without prejudice to any other rights which the Purchaser may have against the Supplier under the Contract.

14.  Inspection and Tests:

14.1
The Purchaser or its Representative shall, at no extra cost, have the right to inspect and/or to test the goods to confirm Supplier their conformity to the Contract. The Technical Specifications shall specify what inspections and tests the Purchaser requires and where they are to be conducted.

The inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its sub-Supplier(s), at point of delivery, and/or at the Goods' final destination.  If conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its sub-Suppliers(s), all reasonable facilities and assistance, including access to drawings and production data, shall furnished to the inspectors at no charge to the Purchaser.

Any inspected or tested Goods fail to conform to the Specifications, the Purchaser may reject the Goods, and the Supplier shall either replace the rejected Goods or make alternations necessary to meet specification requirements free of cost to the Purchaser.
15. Quality Checking of Galvanization
· Galvanizing Process


Check the galvanizing plant and its set up to be ensured that all the galvanizing process is available and maintained.

· Quality of Zinc

This can be checked by chemical testing of raw zinc used for the galvanization.  Zinc content should not be less than 98.5%.

· Quality of galvanization

By visual check the following:

· Galvanized steel should be free from rust and black spots, acid traps, welding slags.

· Galvanized coating should be free from ash, pimple and bulky deposition.

· Galvanized coating should be continuous, smooth and evenly distributed as far as possible.

· Zinc coat should be adherent.  This can be checked by hammering or scratching.

· No zinc paint or ammonium paint is applied to hide rust spots. This is very unhealthy practice, which frequently applied by the galvanisers.

· Zinc thickness can be measured by Delta scope (electromagnetic instrument for measuring coating thickness over ferrous material).  In our case zinc coat should not be less than 80 µm in any steel parts.

16. Assurance
The Supplier shall have in built quality management system and ensure that the above technical specifications are met as per the requirement of the Purchaser through submission of quality assurance document. 

17.
Packaging and Marking Instructions: 

             The Supplier shall provide standard packing of the Goods as required preventing their damage or deterioration during delivery to their final destination, as indicated in the Contract. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit, and open storage.  
18. 
Defects: 

             All defects will be corrected by the Supplier without any cost to the Purchaser within 14 days from the date of notice by Purchaser. 
19. 
Force Majeure:  

             The supplier shall not be liable for penalties or termination for default if and to the extent that it's delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, “Force Majeure” means an events beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but not restricted to, act of Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by Force Majeure event.

Technical Specification (TS)

1. Gabion wires and Gabion Boxes
Gabions shall consist of steel wire mesh crates.  The steel wire shall be mild steel wire complying with NS 169-2045.  All wires used in the manufacturing crates and diaphragms, binding and connecting lids and boxes shall be galvanized with an heavy coating of zinc by an electrolytic or hit dip galvanizing process.  The weight of deposition of zinc shall be in accordance with NS 163-2045.  Zinc coating shall be uniform and be able to withstand minimum number of dips and adhesion test specified as per NS 163-2045.  Tolerance on diameter of wire shall be ± 5 percent.  The tensile strength shall be between 300 to 550 N/mm2

The wire shall be woven into an hexagonal mesh with a double twist.  All edges of the crates shall be finished with a selvedge wire at least 3 gauges heavier than the mesh wire.  Gabions shall be manufactured in the standard sizes shown in Table 24.1 with mesh and wire sizes as shown in Table 24.2.

Diaphragms shall be manufactured of the same materials as the parent gabion box and shall have selvedge wire throughout their perimeter.  The number and size of diaphragms to be provided with each crate shall be as in Table 24.1.  All crates shall be supplied with binding and connecting wire of the gauges shown in Table 24.2 of sufficient quantity to bind all diaphragms and closing edges.
