Defects: All defects will be corrected by the Supplier without any cost to the Purchaser within 14 day from the date of notice by Purchaser.

Force Majeure:  The supplier shall not be liable for penalties or termination for default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, “Force Majeure” means an events beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but not restricted to, act of Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by Force Majeure event.

                    Technical Specifications

Technical Specifications
GABION BOXES  (Machine made fabricated gabion boxes)

1. Materials

Gabion boxes shall be fabricated with annealed steel wire. The steel wire shall be galvanized annealed mild steel wire complying with NS 169-2045 with an average tensile strength of 300-550 N/mm2. All wire used in the manufacture of the boxes or supplied in diaphragms, binding and connecting wire shall be galvanizing with heavy coating of zinc by an electrolytic galvanizing process. Zinc coating to the annealed mild steel shall comply with NS 163-2058(Revised) .

2. Fabrication
The wire shall be woven into an hexagonal mesh with a minimum of 2 twists. Gabion crates shall be assembled by binding the edges together at the selvages with binding wire of the thickness shown in table 1. The binding shall be in the form of continuous lacing so that the interval between laces is approximately 50 mm. Diaphragms shall be manufactured of the same materials as the parents gabion and shall have selvedge wire throughout their perimeter. All the gabions or mattresses of length equal or more than 2m should contain diaphragms spaced at a distance not more than 1m. All crates shall be supplied with binding and connecting wire of the gauges shown in table 1 in quantities not less than 0.9 kg per 10m2of gabion crate supplied to bind all diaphragms and closing edges .

Mesh size opening for 100mmx120mm mesh type gabion crates shall be 100mm where in 10% tolerance shall be allowed. The number of opening shall comply with the multiplying factor of 100mm with the length or width of the gabion crate or diaphragm.

3. Testing & Inspection
  3.1 Wire

After delivery of the gabion wire to the factory and prior to the commencement of the fabrication of the gabion boxes test certificate along with samples of the gabion wire should be made available to the Office for approval. The frequency of the submission of the test certification and the nature of the sample shall be in compliance to the NS 169-2045 and NS 163-2048(Revised). The test certificate shall include all relevant, test information as specified in the Nepal Standards. The submission of the test certificate shall not relieve the supplier of their obligation for the supply of gabion wire to the required quality. Random sampling of the supplied wire will be tested for compliance on the required quality. The frequency of the random test shall be at a maximum of one test per 5 ton or one diameter of the gabion wire. The supplier shall bear all costs incurred for the random test of gabion wire. The test and approval of the wire does not relieve the supplier from the responsibility to supply the gabion crates with the specified quality of the wire. The office reserves the right to test even the wire of the fabricated Gabion box at its own cost. But in the case of failure of the test the cost of such tests shall be borne by the suppliers and the gabion boxes will be rejected and instruction for removal from site issued.

3.2 Gabion Crates
Inspection shall be carried out during the period of fabrication to check the workmanship and the quality of the gabion crates as stated under Clause No 2 above. 

If for any reason the fabricator is unable to submit test certificates of gabion wire prior to commencement of fabrication as mentioned in clause 3.1, the fabricator holds responsibility to ensure that the specified quality of gabion wires are used for fabrication . The fabricator is required to submit test certificates provided by the wire manufacturer and the tests carried out by the gabion fabrication company ensuring that the wire used for fabrication corresponds with the gabion crates fabricated as per the placement of order or gabion crates supplied to the order. The test certificate need to be provided to the office and acceptance acquired from the office prior to submission of invoices for payment. The submission of the test certificates does not relieve the fabricator to assure that the gabion crates are supplied to required quality. The office reserves the right to carry out tests by dismasting the gabion crates supplied for tests specified for the gabion wires supplied. The frequency level of the tests shall correlate as is applicable for the gabion wires supplied. The gabion crates supplier shall make payments for all tests mentioned. The gabion crate fabrication firm shall provide extra crates for the purpose of test mentioned.
