General Guidelines for Survey
1. Please draw a sketch of the road alignment similar to the strip map prepared for engineering survey and show key features such as conditions of different sections of the alignment, sections with different levels of traffic, sections with different types of traffic, other roads, rivers/streams, VDCs, main settlements, important market centres, infrastructures such as schools, college, health posts/centres, veterinary centres, post offices etc within 2 hours walking distance in the terai and 4 hours walking distance in the hills.
2. Please conduct traffic counts for 7 days using the attached traffic survey form and attach the complete filled in form/s with this questionnaire at the time of submission. 
3. In case of a trail/foot track or a road having the same level of traffic on its entire length, please conduct traffic counts in one location only at about 2-3 km from the junction with the highway/feeder road/main district road.

4. In case of a trail/foot track or a road having different levels of traffic in different sections of its alignment, please conduct traffic counts in all the sections at suitable locations so that the counts would capture traffic level of the respective section.
5. In case of a trail/foot track or a road having different types of traffic (motorised or non-motorised) in different sections of the alignment, please conduct traffic counts in the sections at suitable locations so that the counts would capture traffic of the respective section.

6. In case of a road is closed for vehicular traffic in its entire length at the time of the survey, please conduct counts of non-vehicular traffic at suitable locations in the sections having different traffic levels so that the counts would capture traffic level of the respective section. Then also please interview people/traders at market centres or important settlements along the alignment and vehicle associations in the district head quarter to find out tentative average daily traffic of motorised vehicles when the road is open to vehicular traffic.
7. In case a section of a road is closed to vehicular traffic at the time of the survey, please conduct counts of non-vehicular traffic in the closed section and for vehicular traffic in the remaining section at suitable locations which would capture traffic level of the respective section. Then also please interview people/traders at market centres or important settlements along the closed section of the alignment and vehicle associations in the district head quarter to find out tentative average daily traffic of motorised vehicles when the road section is open to vehicular traffic.

8. In case a section or entire length of a road is open for vehicles at present but found to be subject to closure to vehicular traffic during rainy season, please interview people/traders at market centres and important settlements along the section or entire length of the alignment to find out tentative average daily traffic of non-motorised vehicles when the road section is open to vehicular traffic.

9. Please interview people/traders/teachers or other knowledgeable personnel at market centres, important settlements, schools and other service centres along the entire length of the alignment to find out district, VDCs and its wards within 1 hour walking time, 1 – 2 hours walking time, 2 – 4 hours walking time and beyond 4 hours walking time whose people use road or will use the road after new construction. Mentioning of the district is required because people of wards of VDCs of adjoining districts may also use the road. The wards mean ward numbers of the VDCs. 

10. Please reconfirm the name of VDcs and wards within the different range of walking time obtained from the field with the program officers and VDC secretaries in the DDC office.

11. Please get the population data of the respective wards from the planning section of the DDC. Please attach the ward level population data with this questionnaire at the time of submission. For population data of wards of other districts will be collected from CBS by CISC in Kathmandu.
